Le piaceva camminare 

fino ai Giardini Pubblici di via Palestro ed entrare 

in uno dei luoghi in cui si sentiva più a suo agio, 

nonostante la sua drammatica vicenda, o forse 

proprio perché aveva riconosciuto un’attitudine, 

quel suo innestarsi nella storia e lavorare sui 

suoi detriti: il Padiglione di Arte Contemporanea. 

Perché era accanto a una cosa così diversa come il 

complesso neoclassico di Villa Reale con cui sapeva 

dialogare, perché assomigliava a certe cose che 

aveva visto in Europa e per la sua configurazione 

formale così precisa. 

A volte scappava a Venezia solo per mangiare un 

gelato alle Zattere prima di salire a casa. 

She was an educated girl, but she only used her 

intelligence when it was needed.
